FLYER \\'AS DISTRIBUTED AI'JD THE DE>!ONSTRATION OR ANIZED 
ENSURED THAT THE PARTY WAS \'<'ELL AWARE: OP IT AT AN BAALY 
STAGE, AND YBT APPAAENTLY DID I>:OT ACT TO STOP IT, 
SUSPICIO.'!, THEREFORE, IS STRONG OP COMlo!UIHST PART~ 
COMPLICITY IN ORGl\.NIZA.TION OP THE DEMONSTRATION ALTHOUGH 
THERE ARE ALSO A. NUMBER OF, OTHER POSSIBLE SPECULATIVE 
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&XPW\NATIONS. WliATEVER TilE EXPLANATION, T"riE DEMONSTRATION

ACJACENT HALL OP Tt!E PEOPLE) • DBMONSTRATORS TVRNBD

ALMOST ON THE STROKE OF NINE O'CLOCK, 
SEVERAL l.'EOPLE GOT UP ABOVE: THE LEVEL OF THE CROND, 
AND QUICKLY SHOUTED A F~l SLOGANS I N SUPJ.>ORT OF THE 
CHINESE VOLLEYB1\LL VICTORY. HO'fiEVER, THE CROWD DID 
NOT RESPOND AND REMAINED GOOD-NATURED, SOME LAUGHING A 
BIT AND MAKING COMI>!ENTS ON THE SIDELINES. ONE SPE11.KER 
TRIED TO LEAD THE CROI•ID IN THE NAT:IONAL ANTHEM, BUT
