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CHAPTER1

MISSION AND ORGANIZATION (U)

MISSION (U)

(U)  The 49th Fighter Wing (49 FW), stationed at Holloman Air Force Base
(HAFB), New Mexico, supported national security objectives with its primary weapon
system, the F-117A Nighthawk. Using the F-117A, the Air Force's first fighter capable of
low observable (stealth) technologies, the 49th employed the Air Force core competency of
precision engagement: "giving the Air Force the ability to destroy more targets with fewer
resources...lighter, leaner, and more lethal." The combination of stealth technology with
precision weapons resulted in smaller aircraft strike packages, requiring fewer sorties to
destroy high value targets.'

(U) Ready to deploy for combat on a moment's notice, the 8th and 9th Fighter
Squadrons (FS) served as the combat arm of the 49 FW. They responded worldwide as
tasked by the National Command Authorities. The 7th Combat Training Squadron (CTS)
provided all levels of training for initial and upgrade F-117A pilots. After completing the
required training the pilot was assigned to either the 8th or 9th Fighter Squadron.”

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(U)  In addition to the primary mission, the wing's 20th Fighter Squadron trained
German Air Force pilots in the F-4F, the 7 CTS used the T-38A to train F-117A and T-38A
aircrews, and the 49th Materiel Maintenance Group (MMG) provided worldwide
contingency support capabilities using over $138 million in bare base assets. The 49th
Maintenance Group maintained aircraft, avionics, propulsion and accessory systems for the
only F-117 fighter wing in the world. Furthermore, the 49th Mission Support Group (MSG)
held responsibility for the infrastructure of Holloman AFB, including security,
communications, engineering, personnel and services support. And, finally, the 49th Medical
Group provided healthcare to 27,000 beneficiaries and physiological training to Department
of Defense and selected foreign military aircrews while maintaining an "air transportable
hospital and three clinics in combat-ready status."* °

(U)  Brigadier General Marc E. Rogers continued to command the 49th Fighter
Wing until 19 June 2002, when Brigadier General (S) James P. Hunt assumed command. Air
Combat Command (ACC), at Langley AFB, Virginia, served as the wing's major command
and provided overall command, control, direction and guidance. Twelfth Air Force,
stationed at Davis-Monthan AFB, Arizona, operated as the 49th's intermediate headquar’cers.6

(U)  Implementing ACC objectives, the 49 FW defined its mission as follows:’

Maintaining over 50 years of 49er excellence by providing:
- Mission ready forces and equipment to meet worldwide contingencies
- The best training for our people and international aircrews

- Quality support for all base personnel, associate units, and the local
community

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Expeditionary Aerospace Force (U)

(U)  In order to meet ever changing national security needs, and provide a quick
reaction force, the Air Force maintained the Expeditionary Aerospace Force (EAF). Under
the EAF concept, the Air Force provided rapidly responsive aerospace force capability, and
prepared and conducted military operations across the full spectrum of conflict from
peacckeeping to war. This concept better managed the force and addressed the problem of
high operations tempo, which effected the Air Force's overall readiness, morale, and

retention. The EAF plan equally distributed deployment requirements throughout the total

force.®

(V) M [mplementing the EAF concept, the Air Force organized its forces into 10
Aerospace Expeditionary Force (AEF) lead wings and five mobility wings. Operating on a
15 month cycle, a unit within an AEF had approximately 10 months for normal training and
exercises followed by a 60-day deployment preparation period, and then a 90-day period in
which the wing either deployed or remained on call at its home station. Additionally, to meet
unforeseen global contingencies the Air Force established two-crisis response Aerospace
Expeditionary Wings (AEW). The two-crisis response wings (366th Wing and 4th Fighter
Wing) rotated their on call status every 120-days. This deviation from the AEF standard
allowed the AEW units time between on-call periods to conduct training, reduced time spent
preparing for on-call periods, and allowed alternate coverage for holiday and summer
periods.’

() I The 49th Fighter Wing was not identified as a lead AEF wing. Rather,
when needed, the 49th would augment a crisis AEW with its 'stealth’ fighter capability.
When the 366th Wing stood by on its 120-day period responsibility, the 49th Fighter Wing's

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DEPLOYMENTS (U)

(U)  To provide realistic training to its personnel in 2002, the 49th Fighter
Wing deployed its aircraft, equipment and personnel to several Air Force Bases around
the United States and Europe. These exercises tested the wing's ability to deploy and

operate in simulated combat conditions. The following paragraphs provide information

on those deployments.

Operation Coronet Nighthawk (U)

(U) Four F-117A Nighthawks from the 9th Fighter Squadron deployed to Europe
during 11 through 31 October in support of the European theater exercise named
Operation Coronet Nighthawk. During the course of the operation, the F-117As and two
KC-10s from McGuire Air Force Base, New Jersey trained at Spangdahlem Air Base,
Germany, Naval Air Station Sigonella, Italy, Naval Air Station Rota, Spain and RAF
Lakenheath, England. Nearly 60 people deployed from Iolloman to support this.”’

(U) The deployment gave aircrews an opportunity to practice international flight
rules and to receive instrument training in the area. It also ensured the F-117s

compatibility with "FM frequencies unique to the U.S. European area of responsibility."*?

(U) Throughout calendar year 2002, the 49th Fighter Wing maintained the only F-404
engines in the United States Air Force, and the 49" Maintenance Squadron (MXS)
managed them. The wing remained well above the Air Combat Command requirement
of six serviceable spare engines with an average of 13 spare engines during the first half
of the year and 12 spare engines for the second half of the year. The 18 spare engines in

February marked the high for the year. Table III-1 lists the monthly F-404 engine status.”

(U) In June 2002, the "Bare Base" name officially changed to BEAR (Basic
Airfield Expeditionary Resources) Base following an Office of the Secretary of Defense
(OSD) funding program name change. The Air Force and OSD realized "current
inventories and funding levels were insufficient to maintain the current Harvest
Eagle/Falcon OPSTEMPO,"” and thus, the AF program received a large increase in
funds, provided and tracked in the OSD BEAR program. MMG personnel developed and

forwarded the acronym to the OSD to maintain their tradition and history.'®

Joint Task Force Six (U)

(U) On 10 June 2002, 13 members of the 49 MMS departed for San Marcos,
Texas to erect a mini base camp in support of the counter-drug operation known as Joint
Task Force 6 (JTF-6). After MMS personnel set up 12 tents with associated lighting, and
power, eleven MMS members returned to Holloman AFB on 15 June 2002. The other

two remained at San Marcos until 17 August 2002 to sustain the camp, which supported
80 soldiers from the 62nd Engineer Battalion.'’

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Operation ENDURING FREEDOM (OEF) (U)

(U) On 19 May 2002, eight members of the 49 MMS departed Holloman AFB to
erect Aircraft Hangers (ACH) Dome shelters, Frame Supported Tension Fabric shelters
(FSTFS) in support of OEF. Following arrival at Al-udeid, Qatar, on 23 May 2002, the
team set worked on the tasks of setting up two FSTFS shelters, two ACH shelters, taking
down one ACII shelter, dismantling ten Dome shelters, then re-erecting eight, of which
two were double Domes. After this, the team moved on to Massara, Oman, where the
team planned to erect four Dome shelters. Due to high winds, though, the team only
managed to erect the frames; the fabric installation would have to wait until a return trip
projected for September because of the monsoon season. Bahrain was scheduled as the
next work location, but the team had to put that work on hold following difficulties with
host nation approval for the one Dome shelter scheduled to be erected. The team
returned to Holloman AFB on 2 August 2002.%

(U) The team ran into various problems on this deployment, including
maintenance and upkeep of the ACH shelters, resulting in dry rotted gores and ridge
flashings.  This led to incomplete shelters awaiting parts. Team members also felt
many difficulties of the deployment resulted from deviations to the plan or simply a lack
of firm planning. Overall, though, team members provided positive feedback on this

mission, partly resulting from a sense of satisfaction in training the Guards 200/201 RED
HORSE squadron while on the TDY.?'

B-2 Shelter System, Diego Garcia, British Indian Ocean Territory (U)

(U) On 29 September, 28 members of the 49th Materiel Maintenance Group
deployed for 78 days to Diego Garcia, tasked by the Chief of Staff of the Air Force.
While at Diego Garcia, the BEAR Base members erected two deployable B-2 shelter

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systems, which would allow the B-2 bomber to deploy overseas. The teams worked six
days a week, for twelve hours per day.??

(U) Along the way, the team ran into minor transportation problems for personnel
and equipment to Diego Garcia, plus some initial drawbacks involving support from the
local 40 AEW unit. Later, XB plates, used to hold the shelter together, brokc under
stress even while the shelters were still under construction. Upon inspection, the 40
AEW maintenance personnel at Diego Garcia discovered that the plates in the shelter kits
did not meet the military specifications of the original design used during test and
development. In order to rectify this, the manufacturers developed plans to produce new
XB plates, which they sent from the continental United States to the work site through a
combination of Federal Express (FEDEX) and airlift channels. The XB plate problem
contributed to the 150 discrepancies on the shelters produced, but, in spite of this, the

BEAR Base team completed the shelters ahead of schedule. The last of the team

members returned to Holloman on 16 December 2002.%

BUDGET (U)

Fiscal Year 02 (U)

(U)  From January through September 2002, the 49th Fighter Wing operated
under the fiscal year 2002 budget. At the 29 May 2002 Financial Management Board
meeting, Col Bryon M. Mills, 49 SPTG/CC informed the group that ACC ranked
Holloman as the number three base on the list to receive funding for a Land Mobile
Radio (LMR) trunking system once funds were released. As of 30 June 2002, the wing
had obligated $69 million of the $84.9 million budget. This equated to 81% of the
