94 BUT NOT THE DEPUTIES. ON 07 JAN 94 MORNING WE RECEIVED
A LETTER OF THE PRIME MINISTER STATING THAT THE CEREMCNIES
WOULD BE CONTINUED ON SATURDAY 08 JAN 94. BUT LATE NIGHT OF
07/08 JAN 34 THERE WAS NO AGREEZMENT AND THE CEREMONIES WERE
REPORTED AGAIN. BUT. IT WAS TOO LATE TO CHANGE THE ORDERS AT
