AIJ I conveyed to you last night, Belgian Foreign M1n1star 
specially flew to Bonn to discuss RWanda situation with SG, Ha 
painted an extruely gri111 picture. He informed SG that his 
Government has definitely decided to withdraw its contingent from 
UNAMIR. He reconfirmed readiness to leave the Belgian equipment 
behind for UNAMIR. 

In the light of Belgian decision, SG has decided. that UNAMIR 
will have to be withdrawn• In taking this decision, SG has taken 
into account his SRSG and roree Commander's views as contained in 
yours no. l095. 

I enclose text of a latter from SG to President of Security 
Council. Kindly have it sent under SG's signature. 

You would no doubt wish to infor111 SRSG and FC of the above in 
advance . 

You would notice that SG'IS decision ia based on Belgian 
decision to withdraw and not on the security situation in Rwanda, 
rnis should ba emphasized in your oral explanation to the Council 
as well as to the African Group.

H.E. Mr. Claea 1nfomed me that the Governmtmt of 
Belgium.haa decided to withdra .. ita contingent serving 
with the United Nations.ABsistanca Mission in Rwanda 
(UNAMIR). at the earliest possible date. I conveyed to 
the Minister, on behalf. of the United Nations, sincera 
condolences on the death of 10 Belgian officers. serving 
with UNAMIR as well as deep gratitude and appreciation 
for Belgium's contribution to UNAMIR. The Minister 
assured me that his Government would like the 
with~rawal of its contingent to take'place 1n a 
cccrdinated manner. 

In tha light of the decision of the Gov~rnment of 
BelgiWII mentioned· above,. 1 t is lilY aasessment that 1 t 
will ba·extremaly difficult for UNAMIR to carry out 
ita tasks effectively. The continued discharge by 
UNAMIR of its mandata will become untenable unleua tha 
Belgian. contingent is, replaced by another, equally well 
equipped. contingent or unleaa the Gove~t of Belgium 
reconsiders ita.decis!on to wlth~raw its contingent.
